Held four times each year – Midwest, Southeast, Northeast, Western – these are weekend events 
full of fly fishing, conservation, community projects and fun, averaging 75 students per event

Every summer, we hold a weeklong leadership summit with the presidents of fly fishing clubs 

�om across the country. This takes place in the Rocky Mountain region and involves hands on 
work with TU projects, community outreach, leadership training and lots of fishing.
